   THE ALMOST IMPOSSIBLE THING 

 
The terrible thing, the almost impossible thing, is to 

hand over your whole self - all your wishes and 

precautions - to Christ.  But it is far easier than what 

we are trying to do instead.

Cutting the grass may keep it 

short: but I shall still produce grace and no wheat.  If I 

want to produce wheat, the change must go deeper than 

the surface.  I must be ploughed up and resown.
